The Sparrow Bistro, led by the renowned culinary duo Mathias Dahlgren and Staffan Naess have a
menu rooted in French tradition and the “natural kitchen” philosophy, the bistro brings classic dishes
like steak frites, onion soup, and bouillabaisse to life with seasonal precision and Swedish ingredients.
Attached to the bistro is The Wine Bar, featuring an expertly curated list of French wines from both
iconic and independent producers. The experience is as much about joie de vivre as it is about taste,
with the ambience of a Parisian night brought to life through candlelight, music, and warm
conversation.
Guests can also gather in the heart of the hotel, The Lounge, a chic, all-day space created in
collaboration with Moët & Chandon. Whether for morning coffee, a glas of champagne, or a late-
night digestif, this lounge is a buzzing destination of its own—where locals and visitors mingle over
effervescent elegance.
